Surface must be clean, degreased, dry, well sanded and free of dust.
Remove all salt and other water soluble dirt with fresh water. Remove
grease and oil with water and ammonium solution or Epifanes Spraythinner
for Paint and Varnish or other suitable detergent.

Temperature of paint, object and working area during application and
drying should not be lower than 10°C / 50°F. Relative air humidity should
not exceed 85%. Temperature of object during application and drying
should be at least 3°C / 38°F above dew point.

Subsequent coats, applied within 72 hours, can be thinned with Epifanes
Thinner D-100. This slower evaporating thinner will allow a better flow.

If next coat is applied within 72 hours, no sanding is needed.

If this overcoating period is missed , first degrease the coat and sand with
180 grit abrasive paper used dry.
